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Project Return just completed its first full year as an 8-bed shelter program for young homeless women aged 18 -24.  
It is one of only a few programs in the state that provides safe shelter for this particularly vulnerable, often invisible, and  

under-served population. In 2017 Project Return was able to reach 27 young ladies who were living on the streets, in cars  
or abandoned buildings and transform their lives. They are now living in their own apartments, have reunited with family or friends, 

continued their education and found gainful employment. 

“I became homeless after fleeing an 
abusive relationship. I knew I had to get 
out but I had nowhere to go but I left 
anyway and wandered the streets stay-
ing up all night because it didn’t feel 
safe to close my eyes. Thankfully, I was 
able to go to Project Return. My goals, 
while I was there, included finding 
secure housing, getting a job and get-
ting my GED. Project Return helped me 
to get a job, gain social skills, and learn 
how to be more independent. Within  
3 months they helped me find and 
move into my own apartment where I 
have been living ever since. With the 
help and support of Project Return I 
have come out on the other side. I am 
working, living in my own place, and 
have more positive people in my life!”

“What has helped me the most, 
what has been most valuable, 
is that since coming to Project 
Return I have significantly more 
faith in humanity than I did before. 
I became hopeful and motivated. 
Now I am working and living in my 
own apartment.”

We will tell you in a few short pages:
• That in its first full year of operation, our October, 

2016 integration with Project Return has been seam-
less, with both sides adding to the other. Our care 
for youth has been substantially improved in 2017, 
while the outcomes with the 18-24 year old young 
women at Project Return have been very successful. 
We have increased the number of beds in the North 
Compo house to eight to help meet demand, and 
96% of the young women who have spent time there 
are settled into a positive housing situation. We have 
great hopes for the future of this operation. 

• We now shelter over 115 people every night 
in our shelter programs and permanent supportive 
housing units. We have plans to reach even more 
people in 2018 as we expand our programs to deal 
with populations we currently cannot serve. Because 
each segment of our homeless population in subur-
ban Fairfield County is relatively small, these separate 
facilities are small and the staffing requirement makes 
them relatively expensive. It is only a very caring, sup-
portive community that can sustain such an opera-
tion, and we are proud that over 9% of Westport’s 
households contribute to our operation. This is a 
remarkable percentage and allows us to operate all of 
our facilities.

•	That we continue to be nearly 70%-supported by 
private funding sources. The community support 
that local residents provide to us is beyond the scope 
of many similar agencies. 

We cannot do this work without the private philanthropy 
of neighbors like YOU! I am humbled by this continuing 
support of those residents who are most in need, and I 
salute this caring community for carrying on this work.

Our balance sheet at year end 2017  
remains strong with cash accounts 
totaling $1.41 million and Net Assets at 

$2.64 million. Our years of strict fiscal discipline 
have served the Agency well as we embarked 
on our integration with Project Return in 2016 
and the significant effect it had on our 2017 
results.

Total revenues for the year increased to $3.49 
million, up 8.1% from the previous year’s $3.23 
million.  This increase was attributable to the 
jump in revenues from Individuals, Foundations, 
Corporations and Religious Institutions to $1.46 
million. This improvement helped offset a 16.2% 
decline in government funding to $653k. 

In-Kind revenue, and consequent expenses,  
expanded 10.8% to $917k due to an increase 
in volunteer activity associated mainly with 
Project Return. 

These positive results were offset by the ongoing 
funding requirements of staffing at Project Re-
turn. Despite the growth in revenues, they did not 
offset, in our first full year of operation, the staffing 
expenses at Project Return of nearly $400,000

during the year. Our expenses increased  
$479k to $3.79 million, an amount in excess of 
the additional revenues we received from loyal 
Homes with Hope and Project Return donors. 

Our operating ratios improved despite this  
shortfall with program revenues increasing  
to 82.5% of total expenditures. Fundraising  
expenses were 9.6% of total expense and 
General & Administrative expenses were at their 
lowest level ever at 7.8% of total expenses.  

Our combined results, despite these strong 
operating ratios, showed a not-unexpected 
loss of ($300,313). Of this figure $172k was 
non-cash depreciation and the remaining 
$128k resulted from the Agency’s growth in 
taking on Project Return. We plan to address 
the fundraising shortfall of this operation in 
2018 through a series of expense reductions 
and increased fundraising awareness in the 
community. We are encouraged at the area’s 
positive reaction to our work with Project  
Return and we are confident that we can  
meet the needs of this new operation.
